English translation of GVS sarvashresth lecture 2025
What we see with our eyes as this world, is actually much greater than this.
There are countless planets.
So many that it is not even possible to count them.
How many planets are there in a single universe? Even that cannot be counted.
And if we look from a distance, the Earth appears like a particle of dust—such a tiny planet Earth is.
And there are innumerable such planets that cannot be counted, and in every planet there are living beings, meaning individuals reside there.
So just imagine—when even the number of planets cannot be calculated, then how can the number of living beings residing within them ever be counted?
Billions upon billions upon billions—hundreds of billions of living beings exist.
It is not possible to count them.
This is what Çréman Mahäprabhu is explaining to Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé in the teachings known as Rüpa Çikñä-
ei ta brahmäëòa bhari’ ananta jéva-gaëa
“Within this universe exist unlimited living beings; 
cauräçé-lakña yonite karaye bhrämaëa
they wander through 8.4 million species of life.”
These are the words of Mahäprabhu.
tära madhye ‘sthävara’, ‘jaìgama’ — dui bheda
Among them, there are two divisions: stationary and moving beings.
Some can move, and some remain stationary, unable to move—thus these two categories arise.
jaìgame tiryak-jala-sthalacara-vibheda
Among the moving beings, there are further divisions: those who move in water and those who move on land, and so on.
tära madhye manuñya-jäti ati alpatara
Among all these, HUMAN BEINGS ARE EXTREMELY RARE.
We may think there are so many humans—hundreds of millions, even over a billion in India alone—but this is still extremely few.
Just think—Mahäprabhu says they are few; then how many more must the other living beings be? Reflect on this once.
When humans seem many to us, then how vast must ‘many’ truly be?
tära madhye manuñya-jäti ati alpatara
Among all, human life is not just rare—it is exceedingly rare.
tära madhye mleccha, pulinda, bauddha, çabara
And even among humans, there are many categories—some without religion, some following different paths.
Some are called mlecchas—those who consume impure things like eggs, meat, etc.
veda-niñöha-madhye ardheka veda ‘mukhe’ mane
veda-niñiddha päpa kare, dharma nähi gaëe
(Caitanya Caritämåta Madhya 19.146)
Those, who do not accept the Vedas as authoritative, their accumulated sins cannot be counted.
dharmäcäri-madhye bahuta ‘karma-niñöha
(Caitanya Caritämåta Madhya 19.147)
Even among religious practitioners, very few are truly dedicated to righteous action (karma-niñöha).
Now understand what is being explained.
What Today’s Session is about, first of all,
What is our fortune?
Among all living beings, those connected with the Gauòéya Vaiñëava Sampradäya, Gauòéya Vaiñëavas are the most fortunate.
If anyone is MOST FORTUNATE, it is those who have taken Shelter of the Lotus feet of Çréman Mahäprabhu, those who are in the Gauòéya Sampradäya… They are the MOST FORTUNATE
You will understand this clearly… for the first time today, and this understanding will stay with you forever…!!
In Padma Puräëa, it is described that there are 8.4 million species:
jalaja nava-lakñäëi, sthävarä lakña-viàçati, kåmayor rudra-saìkhyakäù pakñiëäà daça-lakñaëam, tràçala- lakñäëi paçavaù, catur- lakñäëi mänuñäù
Out of 8.4 million species, 900,000 are aquatics,
2 million types of trees and plants, and we become all of these…!!
Aquatic creatures like fish, etc. are of 900,000. 2.2 million types of trees and plants.
1.1 million are insects and small creatures,
1 million are birds,
3 million are animals,
and 400,000 are human species—making a total of 8.4 million forms of life.
Now among these 8.4 million species, who are the most fortunate?
Human beings—but they are extremely rare.
And among humans, those who follow dharma are even fewer.
First, out of 8.4 million species, which species are the rarest? Humans. 
Among humans, those who follow dharma are even fewer.
Among them, those who are devoted to righteous action are fewer still. Being devoted to Righteous action means performing such righteous actions which are performed with the desire to obtain the service of the Lord, such beings are very very rare.  
koöi-karma- niñöha-madhye eka ‘jïäné’ çreñöha
And among millions of such righteous action-oriented persons, one who is a jïäné (knowledgeable of the scriptures), who perceives God as one with Brahmän, he is superior among those who are devoted to righteous actions.
koöi-jïäni-madhye haya eka-jana ‘mukta’
Among millions of jïänés, only one becomes liberated.
And now consider— humans who also live in the jungle, leave aside the Vedas, they live almost like animals. Eating anything: fish, dog, donkey, monkey, bird, eating anything. So, these are also categorized under human species. These are two-legged beings.
But how rare is our fortune that we are neither action-oriented nor knowledge-oriented, but even in devotion, how fortunate we are, that Lord Mahäprabhu has accepted us under His Lotusfeet… for eternity. 
How unfortunate are those, who even in this Mahäprabhu’s Age, do not accept Mahäprabhu’s Shelter.
It was just revealed that among crores of righteous action-oriented people, the knowledgeable are superior, and among crores of knowledgeable people, only one is able to attain liberation. Now, even among millions of liberated souls, only one becomes a devotee of Hari.  
From where did we begin? 
From 8.4 million species.
Then came human life, rarer still.
Among humans, few follow dharma.
Among them, few are righteous action-oriented.
Among them, a rare one becomes jïäné (knowledgeable). 
Among jïänés, a rare one becomes liberated.
And among millions of liberated souls, a rare one attains devotion to Hari.
This is also described in Våndävana Mahimämåta:
In the second chapter, Verse 34, it states,
The same thing which Lord Mahäprabhu is saying, the same is being said by Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté,
Those who desire liberation are blessed.
Those devoted to Bhagavän are even more blessed.
And superior to them are those who are attached to the Lotusfeet of Çré Kåñëa.
Now we explained how rare bhakti is—
Even among devotees, who is superior?
There are devotees of Viñëu, Näräyaëa, Nåsiàha, Vämana, Varäha—
but a devotee of Kåñëa is even more rare.
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And are there anyone more fortunate than them? Yes, who are those?
We will reach there gradually; there are still many stages in between.
Higher than them are the devotees of Rukmiëé-Dvärakädhéça.
If you are in the mood of servitude, then who is superior to them? Those who are devotees of Rukmiëé Dvärakädhiça are even superior to them. 
Now, who is superior to them? Are there any who are superior to them? Yes, they are the devotees of Yaçodä Kåñëa. They are also superior to them.
Yaçodä Kåñëa’s devotees are highly exalted, but is there anyone more blessed than them? Is there anyone more blessed than them? Who are those?
More blessed than them are Subala and other friends, who attain the beginning of the great sweetness of Mädhurya Rasa.
Çré Kåñëa’s dear associates, like Subala Sakhä, are much more blessed than even Mother Yaçodä, because they can touch the sweetness (Mädhurya Rasa).
But the gopés are supremely blessed—
because they are the very flag-bearers of divine love.
In Bhägavatam, gopés have been referred to as- ‘pinnacle of love’
So, is this the ultimate limit of blessedness?
Is there nothing beyond this?
Yes — something still remains?
Let’s explain now. Chapter 3, Verse 87 states that Bhagavän has innumerable incarnations.
Çré Kåñëa is in Mathurä, in Dvärakä, and also in Vraja.
Among these, even greater than Mathura is, when He is in Vraja, surrounded by cows, gopés, and friends, He appears most beautiful and most attractive.
Even with the gopés and friends, He is very charming—but still…
The hearts of Gauòéya Vaiñëavas are completely captivated only when Çré Kåñëa goes into the groves of Çré Rädhä.
All glories to Rädhäräné!
Those who are devotees of Çyämä-Çyäma are supremely blessed. They have the highest blessings because beyond this, there is no higher state of fortune… it may seem to us… but even here, distinctions still exist.
You may wonder- What are you saying, Mahäräja Jé? How can there be any difference in this?
Yes, distinctions still exist. Even among the devotees of Rädhä-Kåñëa, there are gradations.
A common person thinks, a common devotee thinks that all Rädhä Kåñëa devotees are equal, and they all receive the same Rasa. But among Rädhä Kåñëa devotees also, NOT everyone receives the same Rasa.
Not everyone receives the same Rasa (spiritual bliss).
This we will now understand.
Now suddenly we come to Mahäprabhu— How does Mahäprabhu come in between being blessed and supremely blessed?
Without Mahäprabhu, no one can become truly supremely blessed.
As described in Caitanya Caritämåta, Ädi Lélä, Third Chapter:
pürëa bhagavän kåñëa vrajendra-kumära
goloke vrajera saha nitya vihära
brahmära eka dine tiìho eka-bära
avatérëa haïä karena prakaöa vihära
The simple meaning is that Çré Kåñëa is the Supreme Lord and He descends once in a day of Brahmä to manifest His pastimes.
This may seem like a small statement—
but do you know how significant it is?
Let Me tell you, how big this is.
Do you know how long one day of Brahmä actually is?                         
Brahmä Jé’s one day is so big, Çré Kåñëa appears once in one day of Brahmä. And in that same Dväpara Yuga, when Çré Kåñëa appears, in the next Kali Yuga, which is now, Çréman Mahäprabhu also appears. 
So now we will explain to you what one day of Brahmä is, because only then will you be able to understand your own fortune—when you realize where you have been selected.
In any age, a person may become a devotee of Näräyaëa or Viñëu, but even the demigods do not know the name of Kåñëa—what to speak of human beings.
Are you able to understand this?
Çré Kåñëa appears only once in billions and billions of years, so many demigods are not even present at that time—how would they know?
So even the demigods do not know that Kåñëa is Bhagavän—what to speak of humans.
They only know that Näräyaëa is supreme, that Viñëu is supreme, and that attaining servitude to Him is the essence of life.
You will understand this when we explain a little about one day of Brahmä.
What is one day of Brahmä like?
The duration of Kali-yuga is 432,000 years.
Dväpara-yuga is 864,000 years.
Tretä-yuga is 1,296,000 years.
And Satya-yuga is 1,728,000 years.
If you combine these four yugas, it becomes one Mahäyuga.
Altogether, this equals 4,320,000 years—43 lakh 20 thousand years.
And 71 such Mahäyugas make one Manvantara.
Are you understanding something, or not understanding?
Let Me explain again.
There are four yugas, and their total is 4,320,000 years.
In one day of Brahmä, there are 14 Manus—not in the night, but in the daytime.
In 12 hours, there are 14 Manus.
Each Manu has a different name.
Now I will tell you the lifespan of one Manu.
If you multiply one Mahäyuga by 71, that becomes one Manvantara.
In simple terms, you may not fully grasp it yet, but if you multiply 4,320,000 by 1,000, it becomes billions and trillions of years.
And just as long as Brahmä’s day is—1,000 Mahäyugas—his night is equally long.
So in total, it becomes 2,000 Mahäyugas—billions and trillions of years.
And in such an enormous span of time, Çré Kåñëa appears ONLY once—and for how long?
For only about 125 years.
And during that time, even Indras come and go many times, yet they do not even know that He is Bhagavän Çré Kåñëa.
What do they know? Only ‘Näräyaëa’, ‘Viñëu’—they consider only them as Bhagavän.
So, when they do not even know that Kåñëa is Bhagavän, how will anyone engage in His worship?
And if they do not know Kåñëa, then how will they understand the distinctions—Yaçodä-Kåñëa, higher than that Gopé-Kåñëa, higher than that Rädhä-Kåñëa?
And even within Rädhä-Kåñëa worship, there are further distinctions—how will that ever be known?
Who are you all?
You are those supremely fortunate souls—mahäbhägyavän jévas—who, knowingly or unknowingly, have come into the highest form of devotion, the loving devotion of Rädhä-Kåñëa.
Just look at your fortune—
You do not even know the calculations, you do not know who is Rukmiëé-Kåñëa, who is Yaçodä-Kåñëa, who is Näräyaëa—
and yet, you have come into the highest form of worship.
And not only have you come into this worship—how much mercy has been bestowed upon you!
In Våndävana Mahimämåta, it is described that even Lakñmé-Näräyaëa cannot even aspire for the service of Rädhä-Kåñëa.
Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté says—
Even Lakñmé-Näräyaëa cannot even aspire for the service of Rädhä-Kåñëa,
and yet you are engaged on the path of that very service!
So, you are even more fortunate than them.
What to speak of all humans—even more so than Lakñmé Näräyaëa.
When Lakñmé herself performed austerities in Vraja, what did she desire?
She desired gopé-bhäva—not even the mood of being Rädhä’s maidservant.
She does not have the ability to aspire for being Rädhä’s maidservant.
She only desired gopé-bhäva—and even that she did not attain.
And you all say, “We offer obeisance to gopé-bhäva—we do not want that; 
raso’stu raso’stu satyam
We only aspire for the servitude of Rädhä Räné.
So just think—your fortune cannot even be calculated.
No one can measure it.
Such supreme worship you have attained.
Tell me one thing—did you ever desire this?
Did you ever wish for this kind of devotion?
Did you even desire to become a devotee of Kåñëa?
Somehow you came into Kåñëa-bhakti,
you received the Hare Kåñëa Mahämantra,
you took shelter of Mahäprabhu’s Lotus feet—
and now what you are going to attain is something even Lakñmé-Näräyaëa cannot attain.
The demigods do not even know the name of Kåñëa—they worship only Lakñmé-Näräyaëa, to attain Their servitude.
Even those whom they worship to attain their service, cannot attain what you are about to attain.
Are you understanding something?
The demigods worship for billions of years—but what do they attain?
They attain Lakñmé-Näräyaëa.
But those who are to be attained, they cannot attain, what you have attained.
Now do you understand?
Do you see how much mercy is upon you?
So much mercy—immeasurable mercy upon everyone!
Did we ever desire this? No…!!
Therefore, the Lord is causelessly merciful—
out of compassion, He has given this to us freely.
Just like a very wealthy person—if he has billions, like tatas and birlas, and says, “Take my entire house,” only then can someone receive it.
Otherwise, we remain in our small houses.
Similarly, we were qualified only for small, ordinary devotion—
but what have we received? The highest.
We never desired it, yet we have received it.
And almost 99% of devotees do not even know what they have attained.
Even now, you do not fully know—
because only a few minutes have passed since this discourse began.
You have just begun to understand that coming into Rädhä-Kåñëa worship is immense mercy—
but when you understand further, you will begin to dance in realization of how much mercy has come upon you.
the worship of Rädhä Kåñëa is also performed by other Sampradäyas. Now comes the main point—listen very carefully. 
The worship of Rädhä Kåñëa is also performed by other group of people like iskcon, gaudiya math. 
Yes, they do—but they think that only after purification of the heart will the relationship be revealed.
But Mahäprabhu is directly giving both relationships directly.
The worship of Rädhä Kåñëa that Mahäprabhu has given is of parakéya-bhäva.
What is parakéya-bhäva?
It is when Rädhä and Kåñëa are not married.
Rädhäräné and gopés are married to others,
yet they secretly meet Çré Kåñëa.
In truth, they are eternally His consorts—
so they are not actually ‘parakéya’,
but the mood is parakéya. Did you understand? 
In bhäva, they are parakéya… they are actually His Eternal Consorts. Only the bhäva is parakéya.
Their so-called husbands (gopas) cannot even touch their shadow—
what to speak of touching them.
They cannot even touch the shadow of gopés.
Why? Because the gopés are eternally Kåñëa’s beloveds.
Only the mood is parakéya.
Why do they meet secretly?
Because —
parakéyä-bhäve ati rasera ulläsa
in parakéya-bhäva, the highest intensity of Rasa arises.
The greatest ecstatic relish exists in parakéya-bhäva.
And this parakéya-bhäva worship—
throughout this Earth, throughout the entire universe, is solely and exclusively the gift of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu.
All glories to Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu!
Other sampradäyas also worship Rädhä-Kåñëa—
like Nimbärka Sampradäya, Çuka Sampradäya, Rädhävallabhé, Haridäsé —
but they do not worship in parakéya-bhäva.
This mood is given ONLY & ONLY by Çréman Mahäprabhu.
Now you may ask—how does it matter, whether it is Parakéyä Bhäva Upäsanä or Svakéyä Bhäva Upäsanä? 
what difference does it make?
There is a very great difference.
Now understand the real point that we are telling you.
We think that going to any Rädhä-Kåñëa temple is the same—
We are also Rädhä-Kåñëa devotees and they are also Rädhä-Kåñëa devotees.
but it is not the same at all.
Do not consider yourself ordinarily fortunate.
Çré Jéva Gosvämé—
there is no greater scholar than him in all four Sampradäyas—this is accepted by all.
He has written more scriptures than anyone else.
He is the greatest paëòita in all of Vraja.
And Jéva Gosvämé explains—
listen very carefully—
The nature of our worship is of Parakéyä Bhäva.
Now, what are you getting in Parakéyä Bhäva? 
We will try to explain this to you.
In this divine land of Mahäprabhu’s eternal pastimes, this eternal lélä-sthalé—Navadvépa Dhäma—pray that you may be able to understand what we are explaining.
In the Locana-Locané öékä, Çréla Jéva Gosvämé explains that unless the situation arises where one must abandon one’s family dharma for the sake of Çré Kåñëa—because the gopés are married—
unless this conflict of giving up social and marital duty arises, the movement of divine love does not reach up to mahäbhäva.
Räga, anuräga, bhäva, mahäbhäva—
this progression reaches mahäbhäva only when there is parakéya-bhäva.
If parakéya-bhäva is not present, then the limit of love does not reach mahäbhäva.
And our worship is not merely up to mahäbhäva—it is worship of madanäkhya mahäbhäva.
Just think about this once.
All other Rädhä-Kåñëa Sampradäyas are worthy of respect and reverence.
Whatever they are doing is correct in its place.
But Mahäprabhu, Jéva Gosvämé, and Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté explain that from the perspective of Rasa, there are gradations of superiority.
For example—
from the perspective of Rasa, what is higher than däsya-rasa? Sakhya-Rasa.
Higher than sakhya? Vätsalya-Rasa.
You may say—why are you speaking in terms of higher and lower?
We are not saying it—the Äcäryas are saying it.
We are simply repeating like parrots.
Däsya is surpassed by sakhya, yes, it is.
Sakhya is superior to Vätsalya, yes, it is. 
Vätsalya is superior to Gopé Bhäva, yes, it is. 
And even superior to Gopé Bhäva is Maïjaré Bhäva, to be a servant of Rädhä Räné, yes, it is…
to become a maidservant of Rädhä-Kåñëa.
So similarly, there are many forms of Rädhä-Kåñëa worship — yes, there are.
And there are distinctions among them—yes, there are.
So what is supreme?
Parakéya-bhäva.
Why is parakéya-bhäva supreme?
Because unless there is intense eagerness and restlessness to meet Çré Kåñëa despite being married to another,
the limit of love does not even reach mahäbhäva—
what to speak of madanäkhya mahäbhäva.
In all other consorts of Bhagavän, Mahäbhäva is not present—it exists only in the gopés.
Mahäbhäva is not even present in Rukmiëé, who is the wife of Bhagavän.
Then how can it be present in Lakñmé?
Thus, listen attentively, Jéva Gosvämé explains that otherwise their räga does not reach the stage of mahäbhäva.
That love which is ready to accept even the greatest suffering for the pleasure of Çré Kåñëa—that is called räga.
And by giving up marital chastity (pätivratya-dharma), that räga—love for Kåñëa—
reaches the stage of mahäbhäva, but only for them—not for everyone.
Now let us tell you—how does our worship of Rädhä-Kåñëa take place?
At night, near the banks of the Yamunä, in the groves, Çyäma and Çyämä rest together.
In the morning, they rise and return to their respective homes—
Çré Kåñëa to His home, Rädhäräné to Hers.
Then after bathing and morning duties, Rädhäräné comes to Nandéçvara to cook.
After cooking, She returns home again.
Then by some pretext, She goes out again,
and meets Kåñëa at Rädhä-kuëòa.
Various pastimes take place,
then She returns home again.
Later, when Kåñëa returns from cow-grazing, they meet again.
Then again they go back to their homes.
Again, after Kåñëa takes prasäda and Rädhäräné cooks,
they again go for räsa-lélä.
In this way, this entire cycle of pastimes is our parakéya-bhäva lélä.
This is how Gauòéya Vaiñëavas worship Rädhä-Kåñëa.
Now what about others?
In other forms of Rädhä-Kåñëa worship, there is no Nanda Bäbä.
There is no Yaçodä Maiyä.
Are you surprised to hear this?
There are no sakhäs (friends), no servants.
There is only Rädhä-Kåñëa, and only Their sakhés/däsés.
They remain in one place, within a grove,
and all pastimes occur within that limited area.
Yes, they also have añöa-käléya lélä worship,
but it is confined to a fixed setting.
There is not the same eagerness, not the same overflowing Rasa.
It is still Rädhä-Kåñëa bhakti—
it is another manifestation of Their lélä.
As explained by Çré Anantadäsa Bäbäjé Mahäräja and Jéva Gosvämé,
Vraja-dhäma has many manifestations—many forms.
In some manifestations, Rädhä-Kåñëa are married, which Gauòéya Vaiñëavas follow in their Sampradäya. 
In some, They are not married. They are there, Their service is being rendered, gopés are present, but in that manifestation, there is no Nanda Bäbä, no Mother Yaçodä, no Sakhäs.. only Rädhä-Kåñëa eternally with Their attendants.
But in our Gauòéya sampradäya—
there are sakhäs, servants, motherly affection, even the fear of mother, and much more.
There—none of this exists.
No mother, no fear of mother, no cows, even gopés are not there—only Rädhä-Kåñëa and Their female servants.
You may say—what are you saying, Mahäräja Jé?
How are these gradations being described?
Understand if you can,
and if you can, then celebrate your fortune.
In other Rädhä-Kåñëa worship, the gopés are not in parakéya-bhäva,
so their love does not reach mahäbhäva.
And what do you experience?
Of Mahäbhäva…?
And what do Gauòéya Vaiñëavas experience?
Madanäkhya mahäbhäva.
Other worship is certainly respectable—
but madanäkhya mahäbhäva is not there in any other worship.
And when madanäkhya mahäbhäva is not there, then the oceanic relishment which maïjarés get by the Grace of Rädhäräné, how will they get? 
We have mentioned this before also.
As it is sung in other sampradäyas:
“Baòe Bhäga Hama Päi Ju, Varëi Nahi Jäta Baòäi Ju”
“Great fortune we have received — its glory cannot be described.”
In other Sampradäyas that worship Rädhä Kåñëa, it is also sung that the worship of Rädhä Kåñëa that we have attained, our fortune cannot be described. 
That is true; it cannot be described.
but even within Rädhä-Kåñëa worship, those who have attained the worship of parakéya bhäva.
Compared to that where mahäbhäva is absent,
Mahäprabhu’s gift of parakéya-bhäva includes not just mahäbhäva, but relishment in madanäkhya mahäbhäva.
And we—what do we know of these things?
What is bhäva? What is mahäbhäva? What is madanäkhya mahäbhäva? What is its relishment? 
Anyone who truly knows this is astonishing—
because without Mahäprabhu’s special mercy, no one can understand this.
In Våndävana Mahimämåta (1.67), it is said—
Våndävana itself is astonishing. Won’t it be astonishing?
Why? Because of its countless manifestations.
There is Parakéyä… then in Svakéyä also, there are many differences.
Some are limited to Kuïja Lélä.
Every single word which I am saying, you will have to do a deep contemplation on it, only then you will be able to understand my words. 
We are telling you in a very brief and quick manner so that we can understand a little about what our fortune is. 
So, Våndävana Dhäma is astonishing. 
What is another astonishing thing in it? 
Rädhä-Kåñëa are astonishing.
Their sweet form is astonishing.
The pure devotion at Their lotus feet is even more astonishing.
That devotion in parakéya-bhäva is even more astonishing.
And one who has attained this—
how can their fortune even be described?
And one who understands all these truths—
such a Mahätmä is Himself astonishing.
So just think—
what an astonishing gift we have received.
One more thing—
In other forms of worship, even räsa-lélä is not present.
Räsa-lélä is the crown jewel of all pastimes.
But räsa-lélä exists for the relishment of mahäbhäva.
If in other forms of Rädhä-Kåñëa worship, when mahäbhäva is not there, then how can räsa-lélä exist?
bahu käntä vinä nahe rasera ulläsa
“Without many beloveds, there is no full expression of Räsa.”
How does Räsa-lélä happen? 
Räsa-lélä occurs when Çré Kåñëa unites with many gopés, and performs many Léläs, then Räsa Lélä happens.
But in other forms of worship, there is only one Beloved—Rädhäräné.
There is no other Beloved. Even Lalitä and Viçäkhä are not in the role of beloveds—only as servants.
There is no distinction between Lalétä-Viçäkhä and other maïjarés.
But in our Gauòéya tradition, there is distinction—
Here, Lalitä and Viçäkhä are also in the category of beloveds.
And that is why räsa-lélä can be fully manifested.
In other sampradäyas, since there is only one beloved- Rädhäräné,
so how can räsa-lélä take place?
The highest limit of love is called ‘mahäbhäva’, and this mahäbhäva itself is the Supreme Rasa.
And the infinite varieties of this mahäbhäva are present within räsa-lélä.
Are you understanding something?
This mahäbhäva does not exist in other sampradäyas,
and its unlimited varieties are found only within räsa-lélä.
Jéva Gosvämé explains that the lélä which contains the highest Rasa is called ‘räsa-lélä.’
And eternally, Çré Kåñëa performs räsa daily with the sakhés of Rädhäräné.
Every day, He performs räsa.
But in other forms of worship, räsa-lélä is not present at all.
So just think—
if we are connected to some form of Rädhä-Kåñëa devotion but räsa-lélä is absent,
then we are deprived of räsa-lélä.
Because without multiple beloveds (bahu-käntä), you can never attain the darçana of räsa-lélä.
And who has given this?
Çréman Mahäprabhu.
He eternally relishes Räsa-lélä—at night, continuously.
in Navadvépa, He relishes this eternal räsa perpetually.
Räsa-lélä is eternal, His relishing is eternal, and we, being with Him, also partake in that relishing.
How fortunate are Gauòéya Vaiñëavas!
They have two forms (svarüpas).
Just think—how much has the calculation of fortune increased!
On one side, you attain the highest Rasa of Rädhä-Kåñëa,
and on the other, you also have a form in Mahäprabhu’s lélä.
In no sampradäya, in no age, has anyone attained two forms.
And in that second form also, in Rädhä-Kåñëa worship,
not just mahäbhäva, but madanäkhya mahäbhäva is relished.
Räsa-lélä exists primarily for tasting the mood of Rädhäräné.
täìhä (Rädhä) vinu räsa-lélä nähi bhäya citte
“Without Rädhä, räsa-lélä does not please the mind of Kåñëa.”
Räsa-lélä exists to relish Rädhäräné’s madanäkhya mahäbhäva.
So how can räsa-lélä exist in other sampradäyas
where even mahäbhäva is absent, what to speak of madanäkhya mahäbhäva?
This is not to say anyone is inferior—
but from the perspective of Rasa, there is great difference.
All forms of worship are worthy of respect—
just as devotees of Räma, devotees of Nåsiàha are respectable—
but from the viewpoint of Rasa, there is great distinction.
Now you will hear another very beautiful point about your fortune.
Jéva Gosvämé says in Sudhänidhi (p. 508), in the Änanda Candrikä öékä:
yatra ratau satyäà pracchanna-kämukatvaà yä ca ratir mitho durlabhatä-mayé saiva manmatha-sambandhiné ratiù paramä utkåñöä | aparä apakåñöa etyarthaù
That love (rati) in which there is no great obstacle,
no rarity, no difficulty, no parakéya-bhäva—
such love is considered inferior.
And that love which is connected with Cupid-like intensity (manmatha-sambandhiné rati),
that alone is supremely excellent.
Others are inferior—very inferior.
He clearly says ‘param utkåñöa’ (supremely excellent) and ‘apakåñöa’ (inferior).
This is by Çréla Jéva Gosvämé. You may say—Mahäräja Jé, do not give your own interpretations. we are not giving our own views, never ever have given.
We are only repeating what Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté and Çréla Jéva Gosvämé have said.
Jéva Gosvämé Jé says—
That Rati (affection), where there are not much obstacles, no rarity… in other words, that rati (affection) where there is no Parakéyä Bhäva… that rati is considered inferior. 
Jéva Gosvämé is saying that any worship, if it does not have Parakéyä Bhäva, it is comparatively inferior. 
And the worship of Parakéyä Bhäva, according to Jéva Gosvämé, he says in Saàskrit, 
ratiù paramä utkåñöä, anyä apakåñöä.
Other is inferior, and Parakéyä Bhäva is ‘Parama-Utkåñöa’—supremely exalted.
So, within Rädhä-Kåñëa worship,
there are higher and lower moods—just like steps on a ladder.
Therefore, the highest worship is the gift of Mahäprabhu.
In this, there is:
– relishment of madanäkhya mahäbhäva
– relishment of two forms
– and the highest Rasa
And because Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté, knowing all these truths, says in verse 31:
Even if someone worships Hari with pure devotion and single-pointed mind,
but if he is not a devotee of Mahäprabhu,
then —
adhanyaà manyate matiù
Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté says- I consider him unfortunate.
Why can he say this?
Because he knows all the tattvas—
what is parakéya-bhäva, what is svakéya bhäva, what is the difference, what is Hari-bhakti. Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté knows all…!!
Therefore, he says —
adhanyaà manyate matiù
in my vision, such a person is unfortunate.
Now, we have attained Mahäprabhu’s mercy—
so just as we remember Gurudeva three times daily:
dhyäyan stuvaàs tasya yaças tri-sandhyaà
vande guroù çré-caraëäravindam
We should remember Çré Gurudeva atleast 3 times daily, thanking for what You have given us…!!
Similarly, we should dance three times daily:
“O Mahäprabhu! O Mahäprabhu! How much mercy You have bestowed upon me!”
When we truly realize what Mahäprabhu has bestowed upon us,
we will surrender completely at His Lotusfeet, will be like a sold-out animal at His LotusFeet.
“O Mahäprabhu! What have You given me! Even other forms of Rädhä-Kåñëa worship do not have this.”
How much, how much, how much mercy we have been bestowed with, by Mahäprabhu!
And if even now we are not surrendering,
if we still complain and crib about small things,
it only means you have still not understood what you have received.
We are still attached to greed and illusion.
We do not know that we have received… the highest worship.
How indebted we should be to Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté, who has revealed these distinctions to us.
And to Jéva Gosvämé—
if he had not written these commentaries, how would we have known what we are receiving?
Mahäprabhu has given us everything—
He has given even Himself.
What more can anyone give?
Even if someone worships some form of Bhagavän,
if he is not devoted to Mahäprabhu,
Särvabhauma Bhaööäcärya has written Grantha Särvabhauma Çataka, 
In Verse 84, he says:
Even if such a person practices pure devotion to Çré Kåñëa in any form,
still if He is not a devotee of Mahäprabhu, tathäpi dhanyo nähi… What is he saying? He is not blessed.
na hi tattva-vettä— he is not a knower of truth.
Anyone who is not a devotee of Mahäprabhu is not a knower of tattva,
no matter which Sampradäya he belongs to.
Why?
Because you don’t know the supreme tattva—Rädhä-Kåñëa—
has appeared as Mahäprabhu only,
and what He has given—you still do not know.
If someone truly understands what Mahäprabhu has given—
what is mahäbhäva, what is madanäkhya mahäbhäva and you have attained,
then can anyone leave Mahäprabhu?
No—Never…!!
So those who are in any sampradäya but not devoted to Mahäprabhu… that implies they have effectively left Him—
so how can they be tattva-vettä?
How can they be the most fortunate?
Where is that fortune—
Mahäprabhu has appeared in this age and you have no attraction to Him…!!
This is what Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté is telling in Verse 50:
“When Mahäprabhu appeared, I could not behold Him fully—this is my misfortune.”
“I could not taste the service of His lotus feet—this is my misfortune.”
“But now, if I can get the association of His true devotees—this is my only hope.”
And we are receiving that association.
Devotees in other Sampradäya have no attraction for Mahäprabhu
because they do not know what He has come to give.
And if there is no attraction to Mahäprabhu,
how will there be attraction to His devotees?
So they do not even feel the loss of not having Mahäprabhu’s association, Mahäprabhu’s Devotees Association.
But you—
no matter what sampradäya anyone belongs to, even if he is a Jagad-Guru—
your fortune is greater than all of them.
Do you understand? Do you understand?
No matter how great any Guru may be, 
your fortune is greater.
Why?
Because even if they are perfected (siddha),
the relishment you will receive is greater than theirs.
If not today, then tomorrow—you will surely receive it.
Even if they are siddhas, they may be very famous, they may be Siddhas, but No one can match your fortune, the fortune of a Gauòéya Vaiñëava.
Because you will definitely receive, if not today, then tomorrow, that Supreme Rasa for which Mahäprabhu has chosen you in His path.
Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté says—
One who has no love for Gaura-Hari is iha sa müòho nara-paçuù— an animal in the form of a human.
Does Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté not know how to see devotees? 
What is he saying? 
One who has no love for Gaura, what is he? 
A human animal, an animal in the form of a human. 
We are not saying this—he is saying it.
If someone wants to argue, they can argue with Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté, because he is saying this.
Then he says in Verse 6:
na ati bahu manyate mahä vaiñëavänäm
Look… What did we tell you… Those who are even Mahävaiñëavas, their fortune is not equivalent to your fortune. 
Why did we tell this?
Because Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté is telling this in Verse 6-
na ati bahu manyate mahä vaiñëavänäm
“I do not consider even great Vaiñëavas as very exalted—
if they are not devotees of Mahäprabhu.”
We are not saying this, Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté is saying this…
we are only the microphone.
He is saying—
I do not consider even a mahä-vaiñëava as greatly exalted.
Why? 
Because he is not a devotee of Mahäprabhu.
What Mahäprabhu has given—there is no comparison to it.
You will not even understand what has been given to you unless we explain all this in detail.
If you do not understand what you have received,
then you will not be firmly connected to it,
you will not be connected with enthusiasm.
Now today you have begun to understand what you have received.
And your fortune is greater than that of any Jagadguru,
because what you will certainly attain—
they will never attain.
What Lakñmé will never attain,
what even Näräyaëa cannot relish ever—
that you will receive.
Such is your supreme fortune.
Then he says in verse 41:
Those who do not recognize Bhagavän Gauräìga, Mahäprabhu, as Kåñëa Himself, the Supreme Lord—
they are called müòhä hari-dhiyaù— foolish.
According to Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté,
Anyone who is not a devotee of Mahäprabhu—no matter whose devotee they are—
he is foolish.
Just think—
this is the age of the supreme incarnation.
He has come to give the highest treasure.
And you haven’t understood yet, then what else can you be called but foolish?
The combined form of Rädhä and Kåñëa, Mahäprabhu, has appeared, yet you have no interest.
You are engaged in your own worship—
that is why he says—
“I do not give much importance to them.”
No, no—
they are like human animals, they are deluded.
Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté even says—
the whole world has become immersed in Gaura-prema-Rasa,
but I have not yet received even His touch.
Because I have not received what Mahäprabhu has come to give.
So, he says again and again—
vaïcito’smi, vaïcito’smi, vaïcito’smi na saàçayaù
“I am deprived, I am deprived, I am deprived—without doubt.”
Who is saying this?
One who actually knows what Gaura-Prema-Rasa is.
He speaks in humility—“I am deprived.”
But those who have not received it at all
do not even say, “I am deprived.”
No matter what worship you are engaged in, you have not received Gaura Prema Rasa, have you? 
Yet, can you say, “I am deprived?” 
No. Why?
Because you do not even know what Gaura-prema is,
what Gaura has come to give.
In the Gauòéya Vaiñëava tradition, there are two forms (svarüpas) of each gauòéya vaiñëava, yet not everyone knows this.
So how much fortunate we are… that we have attained so soo sooo much…things which we cannot even imagine.
There are many Kåñëa devotees in Vraja belonging to big big institutions 
who believe only in Çré Kåñëa, do not even accept Rädhäräné.
Just think- you accept both Rädhä-Kåñëa.
Then, svakéya… higher than svakéya is Parakéya.
Even among Gauòéyas, some think
we are only servants of Rädhä-Kåñëa, we do not have any servitude to Mahäprabhu… we have only one svarüpa. Such people also exist in Vraja.
But what are we receiving?
Worship of both svarüpas (forms),
with constant guidance on how to attain it.
There are some who are ‘Gauravädé’—
Gauravädé means… they chant only ‘Gaura, Gaura, Gaura’—
But by hearing the name of Rädhä-Kåñëa, they close their ears as if they heard something wrong.
What is the result of Gaura-bhakti?
That you will attain the relishment of Prema-Rasa of Rädhä-Kåñëa in Vraja in one svarüpa.
So, some are Gaura-centered,
some are Rädhä-Kåñëa-centered,
but those who properly practice the complete path are extremely rare—
Rarer than rare among humans,
rarer than rare among Rädhä-Kåñëa devotees,
rarer than rare even among those in parakéya-bhäva, are those who remain constantly connected to the right path.
And you are among them.
So how much should we celebrate our fortune?
veda vidhi agocara, ratana vedéra para, 
bhaja nitya kiçora-kiçoré
“Beyond the reach of Vedic rules are Çyämä-Çyäma.”
ratana vedéra para- The youthful Divine Couple are seated on a jewelled throne.
bhaja nitya kiçora-kiçoré- Worship Çyämä-Çyäma
Yes, anyone can say, who are the worshippers of Rädhä-Kåñëa, that They are beyond Vedic rules.
Now, one very important point—
Bhagavän has many manifestations.
Our äcärya Çré Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura has written a scripture called Bhagavatämåta Kaëä. In it, he explains that
that there are four levels of Rasa experience.
This Goloka, the Goloka we wish to go to, is Mädhurya Goloka (sweet intimate realm). There is also an Aiçvarya Goloka (majestic realm).
From the perspective of Rasa —
What is higher than Mathurä ?
Dvärakä…!
And What is higher than Dvärakä, from the perspective of Rasa ?
Vraja (Goloka Våaja)...!
But there is also an Aiçvarya Våndävana, which is called as Aiçvarya Goloka,
whose relishment is even less than Mathurä.
So, if the relish is differentiated in four aspects,
Lowest is Aiçvarya Goloka, here also Çyämä-Çyäma reside, 
Higher than that is Mathurä. 
Still higher is Dvärakä.
Higher than Dvärakä is Vraja.
So, what kind of worship has one received, only they know. But the best worship, the relishment of the ultimate sweetness in Parakéyä-bhäva, is solely and solely the gift of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu.
That is why it is said:
anarpita-caréà cirät—
what Rupa Gosvami is saying, anarpita, which was never given before,
has now been given by Mahäprabhu, that we have attained.
Other forms of Rädhä-Kåñëa worship are certainly venerable.
We respect even devotees of Lord Räma and Lord Nåsiàha.
But all these distinctions, which I have told, are not from the perspective of tattva, are from the perspective of Rasa.
From the tattva perspective, all are devotees,
all will attain divine bliss.
But from the perspective of Rasa,
what Gauòéya Vaiñëavas receive cannot be attained anywhere else.
When even the state of Mahäbhäva cannot be attained, so how can madanäkhya mahäbhäva be attained?
Without multiple beloveds, how can räsa-lélä exist?
In other paths, there are no bahu käntä…Bahu käntä means many gopés.

In our Gauòéya path,
all gopés, including Rädhäräné, leave their homes at night to secretly meet Çré Kåñëa.
This does not exist elsewhere in other Sampradäya—
because there are no homes there to leave. There, everything happens within a confined setting. So, not going home… thus that sense of rarity, difficulty, longing does not arise. This is what Jéva Gosvämé explains.
So how indebted we should be to Çré Jéva Gosvämépäda, Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté, and to those saints, who have revealed all this to us so that we can understand what we have got.
We have seen that many people leave the Gauòéya Vaiñëava tradition
and go to other influential Gurus, in other Rädhä Kåñëa worship—even after 20 years of chanting Hare Kåñëa.
Why?
Because they never understood what they had received.
If they would have heard this discourse even once,
they would have never have any thoughts, even in dreams, of leaving this path.
If someone truly knows he has received the highest treasure,
will he ever go elsewhere?
It pains us deeply when we see devotees chanting the Hare Kåñëa Mahämantra
leave for other paths.
Do you even know what you are leaving and what you are trying to accept?
You are leaving a diamond and picking up a stone even if it is the worship of Rädhä-Kåñëa.
This is not our statement—
this is what Jéva Gosvämé says.
So we should celebrate our fortune of what we have attained.
If we are not celebrating it,
it means we still do not understand what we have received.
Still stuck in money, attachment, complaints, cribbing… Why…??
Because we haven’t understood what we have attained.
We lack enthusiasm on this path.
Why?
Because we think all are into devotion… all doing bhakti, so all are the same—
but it is not the same.
There are vast Vast VAST differences.
At least once daily,
we should jump on our bed and say—
“How fortunate I am! How fortunate I am!”
Make this a practice (sädhanä)…then 
otherwise you will forget it again…—

Just as we forget all other things. Like we forget —  
janané janaka bandhu, 
sarva dharmän parityajya; 
similarly, we will forget this too.
Why? Because we don't value it. 
How do you value something?
When you take it as a Sädhanä (practice)
So what is the practice?
Jump three times a day and say—
“Jaya ho! Jaya ho! Jaya ho! I am so fortunate!
Mahäprabhu is causelessly merciful!”
How much mercy He has bestowed upon me.
And see how merciful He is—
that in other forms of worship, how much hard work one has to do — one has to worship in this specific way and contemplate, only then will achieve (siddhi) perfection.’’ 
But how merciful Mahäprabhu is: 
“je gauräìgera näma laya, tära haya premodaya, täre mui jäi balihäri.”
“Whoever chants the name of Gauräìga attains the divine love.”
First of all, Mahäprabhu is so merciful that He gave the supreme object in charity.
Not just that, He gave two svarüpas.
Not even just that, He made everything so easy that if we simply take His name, you will attain that supreme object.
Who can be more merciful than this?
“I am giving you everything…”
How will that be attained?
Simply take My name.”
“je gauräìgera näma laya, tära haya premodaya, täre mui jäi balihäri.”
That is why Nityänanda Prabhu is supremely merciful—
He knows how everything can be attained.
What is Nityänanda Prabhu saying…
bhajo gauräìga, kaho gauräìga, laho gauräìgera näma re
(Worship Gauräìga, speak of Gauräìga, take the name of Gauräìga).
bhajo gauräìga, kaho gauräìga, laho gauräìgera näma re
Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté is explaining, in verse 121 of Çré Caitanya Candrämåta—
Look at this. See the distinctions within it, and understand.
The most hidden, most confidential truth of the Bhägavatam is the ‘Räsa section.’
What is the most confidential truth in the Bhägavatam? The Räsa-Lélä—the ‘Räsa section’—  which is not found in other forms of Rädhä-Kåñëa worship.
Just think—this is the first point.
The next point: the deepest meaning of the Räsa section is so difficult to understand that even in the Bhägavatam, it has been described very briefly. This is what is being said in this verse.
That very subject, that deeply confidential topic, which has been described only a little in the Çrémad Bhägavatam,
that very object of relish — to reveal that —Çré Kåñëa has incarnated in the form of Gaura-Kåñëa. 
What was briefly described in the Bhägavatam,
to expand and fully reveal that Räsa-Lélä —
Mahäprabhu has appeared.
See this —
loke avatérëo hariù gaura-vapuñä
Vapu mean body
That very Hari, Çré Kåñëa has descended into this world in Gaura form.
How?
In a golden (Gaura) form.
For what purpose?
To give that very Räsa-Lélä,
which is not present in other forms of worship.
Now do you understand?
How can Räsa-Lélä exist without multiple beloveds?
So, the worship of Rädhä-Kåñëa has many distinctions—many distinctions.
Mahäprabhu relishes that Räsa-Lélä—
Räsa-Lélä means that which includes all varieties of rasäs (divine mellows)
Räsa-Lélä is not just one pastime,
not merely a dance.
Räsa-Lélä is extremely vast.
We will not speak much about it now.
It is very expansive—
and to give all of us the experience of that complete Rasa,
Mahäprabhu has come.
You may say—
“I am like this… my leg is not working… I have no money… so I am unfortunate…”
Child!
Leave Indra, leave Brahmä—
even Narayan is not as fortunate as you. No one is.
One who has wealth.
What is he called? Fortunate…!!
Wealth means Lakñmé.
One who has even a little Lakñmé is called fortunate.
But we are saying—
Lakñmé herself is not truly fortunate. So, how can the one who possesses Lakñmé be considered fortunate? 
Lakñmé herself is not fortunate.
“Çré” means fortune.
She who is the embodiment of fortune is not truly fortunate—
because she does not receive the worship of Rädhä-Kåñëa.
Then how can those with a few coins, lakhs, crores—
how can they be called fortunate?
“loke avatérëo gariù gaura-vapuñä tadvastu prathanäya...”
That “object”— which is Räsa-Lélä —
to give that very object,
Hari has descended in a Gaura form.
To give that, Räsa Lélä, which was only briefly described in the Bhägavatam.
Even in verse 18, you can understand this—
Before Mahäprabhu’s appearance,
whatever Rasa and bhakti people practiced on earth—
even Çukadeva could not understand what Mahäprabhu came to give.
Çukadeva Gosvämé did not know.
The speaker of the Bhägavatam—Çukadeva Gosvämé —
did not know what Mahäprabhu came to give.
Even Çukadeva did not know.
See this —
kasyäpi praviveça naiva dhiñaëä yad veda no vä çukaù
no vä çukaù
Çukadeva Gosvämé does not know that which Mahäprabhu has come to give
And that which even the merciful Çré Kåñëa did not reveal. What did Kåñëa reveal? Räsa-Lélä…!!
But even in Räsa-Lélä,
He did not reveal that one can serve as a maidservant of Rädhä-Kåñëa.
Did He reveal it?
No.
He only revealed up to Räsa-Lélä.
In other forms of worship, even Räsa-Lélä is not there.
Kåñëa at least revealed Räsa-Lélä—
but that highest sweetness which Mahäprabhu came to give,
even Kåñëa did not reveal.
Even Çukadeva Gosvämé did not know it.
And in that very Rasa—
the devotees of Gauräìga are joyfully playing.
Say—
Glory to Gauräìga Mahäprabhu!
How beautifully it is said —
“sukhaà khelanti gaura-priyäù.”
The dear devotees of Gauräìga play happily in that Rasa
which Çukadeva did not know,
which even Kåñëa did not reveal.
“sukhaà khelanti gaura-priyäù”— the dear devotees of Gauräìga are joyfully immersed in it.
All of you are devotees of Gaura —
now do you understand what you are receiving?
Never complain—
not for money, not for anything.
Because what you have received—
O child!—even Gods, Lakñmé-Näräyaëa, cannot desire it.
It is the highest, most excellent
What is Mahäprabhu?
The Supreme incarnation.
What has He come to give?
The Supreme object.
There is no doubt.
What is this Kali Yuga?
The best age…!!
Why…?
Because in it, the supreme incarnation has come to give the supreme gift.
This Kali Yuga is supreme.
Other Kali Yugas are not like this.
Such Kathä —
O child!—leave alone the four yugas,
even in entire Manvantaras, such Kathä is not found.
If one gets to hear such pure Kathä even once in many Manvantaras, it is such a cheap deal.
That is why we say —
Even if you sell everything just to hear this,
it is still a very cheap deal.
Even after selling everything!
Such is Mahäprabhu’s mercy
that you are hearing this live.
Now the whole world will come to know
what has been attained.
Why Gauòéya Vaiñëavism is the supreme Sampradäya —
it is certainly the supreme.
The Gauòéya Vaiñëava Sampradäya is certainly Supreme.
Why?
Today we have explained that.
Think—
Why does Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté say that other devotees are not fortunate? I do not consider them much fortunate.
Because they will not receive that which Mahäprabhu came to give.
Even the demigods desire to take birth in India
When do demigods desire to take birth in Bhärata? Always desire. Why? For what?
To attain Näräyaëa bhakti.
Who desires this? The demigods. our Näräyaëa Jé cannot attain that devotion which you have received. 
The demigods do not desire Kåñëa Bhakti; they desire Bhagavad Bhakti. First, understand this: they do not even know that Kåñëa is Bhagavän [the Supreme Lord], so how can they desire Him?
When you don’t even know that such a thing exists, how will you desire it? Do you understand the point?
You don’t know there is a thing called Kåñëa Bhakti. If you don’t know Kåñëa, how will you desire Kåñëa Bhakti?
The demigods (Devé-Devatäs) desire Näräyaëa Bhakti.
The demigods pray—
“O Näräyaëa! Give us birth on earth, in India,
so that by your devotion we may become free from the cycle of birth and death.”
This is Demigods’ constant prayer.
No demigod can pray—
“Make me a maidservant of Rädhä-Kåñëa.”
Even Lakñmé cannot pray this.
The one whom you worship—
even she cannot make this prayer.
So demigods desire Bhagavat bhakti.
You are receiving the supreme Kåñëa Bhakti within Bhagavad Bhakti. And within Kåñëa Bhakti too — higher than the mood of a Sakhya is Vätsalya..., higher than Vätsalya is the Gopé-bhäva…, and much, much higher than the Gopé bhäva is the Däsya bhäva [servant mood] of Rädhä-Kåñëa, that is what you are receiving. 
The Demigods only desire to attain general devotion to the Lord, but you are receiving the absolute best of Kåñëa devotion, the devotion to Rädhä and Kåñëa in Parakéya bhäva.
And even within that,
you are being guided on the correct path—
otherwise there is so much deviation.
Our Gurujé has already told us how much deviation there is, and we are trying our best to protect this truth, and we will keep trying to protect it.
Now you may think—
“We have so much lust, anger, greed—
how can we attain such a high path?”
We are completely filled with anarthas. Hence the saying, 
äpane ayogya dekhi’ mane päì kñobha
(Caitanya Caritämåta, Madhya Lélä, 1.204)
When we look at our own unworthiness, seeing that we are completely filled with lust, anger.., the heart becomes disturbed —Alas! How will I ever attain this?"
tathäpi tomära guëe upajaya lobha.”
Yet, seeing Your qualities, greed awakens in the heart.
Then comes hope—
“By Your mercy, I will attain it.”
By my own effort, I am already seeing what I am getting.
But by Your mercy, I will surely attain that
which is beyond all qualification.
How can such a qualification even be possible, tell Me??
How can one desire something when
one does not even know exists?
No one even knows about Rädhä-Kåñëa bhakti.
Even in our homes, people think all forms of worship are equal—
Look at the altars in our homes—who all are present in one single temple? The Mother Goddess is there, Lord Räma is there, Lord Çyäma is there, and whoever else possible, Lord Çiva is also there — everyone is considered equal.
Çréla Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté says in verse 43 —
If we do not have Gaura bhakti,
then whatever qualities we have—
they are condemnable.
“I am condemned.”
People consider themselves to be great souls whether they are Gaura devotees or not, but what are the true great souls saying? 
If one is not a Gaura bhakta, if one is not in the Gauòéya path
then he is unfortunate.
We are unfortunate; not ‘we’— I mean, if anyone who is hearing our words, if they do not become obstinate. 
Do you understand obstinate? Stubborn, stuck on a wrong notion, stubborn...,
If they are not obstinate, they will understand what the supreme objective is, and to attain that supreme objective, they will take shelter at the lotus feet of Mahäprabhu; one who is not obstinate will do this. 
But one who is stubborn
will find faults even here.
“Why are you speaking like this?”
Then argue with Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté.
Go and argue with Jéva Gosvämé — why they are explaining that a Loving attachment (rati) that lacks Parakéya Bhäva is inferior? Why are they saying this? Go and ask Jéva Gosvämé.
How immense is the mercy of Jéva Gosvämé! If he had not revealed this truth that the worship of Parakéya Bhäva which is attained, that state of Mahäbhäva — as long as there is no Parakéya Bhäva, the state of Mahäbhäva is never attained at all.
So, Jéva Gosvämé has so mercifully explained that the attainment of Mahäbhäva only happens when there is Parakéya Bhäva. If this hadn’t been explained, then how would we be able to understand this today? The most fundamental thing is the grace of Jéva Gosvämé, because of which today we have been able to understand this path. 
So, by the mercy of Mahäprabhu,
by the mercy of Jéva Gosvämé,
by the mercy of Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté—
we should dance and sing daily.
At least three times a day, jump with joy—
“See what we have received!”
“We have received it!”
“It will be attained!”
“If not today, then tomorrow—it will surely be attained!”
That which Mahäprabhu has come to give.
So, we conclude today’s session here,
praying for Mahäprabhu’s mercy —
May that divine gift which You have come to give
be bestowed upon us.
All glories to Çré Gauräìga Mahäprabhu!
